*Ending Child Marriage - A Program to
Accelerate Global Action: Phase Il ($1.5million
to UNFPA and UNICEF via UNICEF USA)

youtube video. Sharon has been associated with
Zonta since she won two Amelia Earhart
Fellowships in 1977 and 1978 while working on
her doctorate in mechanical and aerospace
engineering.
